LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies dropped their second straight game to the Tacoma Rainiers on Wednesday night, by
a score of 5-1....Tacoma’s Wladimir Balentien, the reigning PCL MVP, did most of the damage with a two-out grand
slam in the 5th inning off of Fresno starter Matt Palmer....Todd Jennings drove in Fresno’s only run with an eighth-
inning double to score Julio Cordido....Grizzlies starter Matt Palmer struck out a season-high seven over 5.0 innings,
but suffered his second loss of the season Alex

Hinshaw struck out the side in the 7th inning.

THE RAINIERS....finished the 2007 season with a record of 68-76, the 12th best record in the Pacific Coast League,
good for 3rd place in the Pacific North Division....split the 2007 season-series with Fresno (8-8)....are managed by
Daren Brown in his second season in Tacoma, and eighth in the Seattle organization overall...feature 2007 PCL MVP

INJURY REPORT: Grizzlies OF Nate Schierholtz has not yet played in the Tacoma series because he is day-to-day with
a right shin injury.

TODAY'’S OPPONENT: LHP Sean White (27, 6'4, 210) was acquired by Seattle in a trade with Pittsburgh for cash con-
siderations in December of 2006. White was originally selected by Atlanta in the 8th Round of the 2003 Draft out of
the University of Washington. The southpaw pitched at four levels in 2007, but spent most of his season (15 of 21
appearances) in the Major Leagues with the Mariners. White made his big league debut on April 4th against Oakland,
with 3.1 innings of relief, and picked up his first Major League win on May 15 vs. LAA. The Pullman, WA native was lim-
ited to just 21 appearances last summer because of tendinitis in his right biceps. White made two rehab starts with
Tacoma in‘07, going 1-1 with a 2.53 ERA.
