
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies dropped their fourth straight game to the Tacoma Rainiers on Tuesday night

at ChukchansiPark by a score of 14-6...Tacoma scored nine runs in the 4th inning on their way to the

win....Fresno scored three runs in the 5th, and three more in the 6th, in the loss.....OFBrian Horwitz connected

for his first home run of the season, a three-run blast, in the 5th inning, the first hit of the game for Fresno.....Jeff

Clement, Wladimir Balentien, and Bryan LaHair all homered for the visitors....IFJulio Cordido was the only

Grizzly with a multi-hit game.

THE RAINIERS....finished the 2007 season with a record of 68-76, the 12th best record in the 16-team Pacific

Coast League, good for 3rd place in the Pacific North Division.....are managed by Daren Brown in his second

season in Tacoma, and eighth in the Seattle organization overall.....feature the 2007 PCLRookie of the Year,

outfielder Wladimir Balentien, as well as C Jeff Clement, the #1 prospect in the Mariners organization accord-

ing to Baseball America.....took three of four games from Fresno last week in Washington...hold a 77-55 advan-

tage over the Grizzlies in their all-time series.

GENESIS 1:1:The nine runs scored by Tacoma in the 4th inning of Tuesday’s game equaled the most runs the

Grizzlies had surrendered in an entire game this season.  The Rainiers became the first team in the PCL this year

to collect 18 hits in a single game.  Tuesday also marked the first time Fresno has allowed three home runs in

one game.

UNHAPPY RETURN:  Grizzlies OF Clay Timpner began the season by hitting safely in Fresno’s first four games,

driving in six runs and earning a promotion to San Francisco.  Since returning from the big league club,

Timpner is just 1-for-17 with one RBI.

NO SUSPENSE:  Fresno and Tacoma are the only two teams in the Pacific Coast League that have engaged in

more than six games decided by three or more runs.  The Grizzlies are 3-6 in games decided by three runs or

more, while the Rainiers are 5-3 in the same situation.  Four of the five games between Tacoma and Fresno this

season have been decided by 4+ runs.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHPJustin Thomas (24, 6’3, 226) was selected by Seattle in the 4th Round of the 2005

Draft out of Youngstown State University (OH).  He enters the 2008 season ranked as the #26 prospect in the

Mariners’ organization according to Baseball America.  Thomas spent the entire 2007 season with West Tenn

(DD, SL), going 4-9 with a 5.51 ERA in 24 starts for the Diamond Jaxx.  The southpaw began this season with West

Tenn, making two appearances, before being promoted today for his Triple-A debut.  Though he walked just

one batter (versus 13 strikeouts) in 11.1 innings of work, he also surrendered three home runs.
