
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies pounded out a season-high 18 hits in a 10-2 win over the Tucson
Sidewinders on Sunday afternoon.....Fresno starter Julio Mateo allowed two runs over 5.2 innings of
work to earn his first win as a Grizzly....OFClay Timpner, IFBrett Harper, and CEliezer Alfonzo  all had
three-hit games while Alfonzo doubled, homered, and drove in three runs.....IFIvan Ochoa and OF Nate
Schierholtz had back-to-back triples in a four-run 8th inning that put the game away.

THE SIDEWINDERS....finished the 2007 season with a record of 75-67, 5th best mark in the Pacific Coast
League and good for 3rd place in the Pacific South division....are guided by manager BillPlummer in his
second season in Tucson....led the PCL with a .297 batting average last season....have lost 16 of their first
18 games this season....currently rank 16th in the PCLin team ERA and 11th in team batting average.

HEADABOVEWATER: With a win on Sunday, Fresno is now over .500 (9-8) for the first time this season.

SAVIOR:Though he entered the game in the 7th inning with a 6-2 advantage, Jesse Foppert’s 3.0 score-
less innings of relief gave the right-hander the first save of his professional career.  Originally selected by
San Francisco in the 2nd Round of the 2001 Draft, Foppert spent the first six years of his career almost
exclusively as a starter.

STREAKING:  After starting the season with just two hits in his first 21 at-bats, Grizzlies OFBrian Horwitz
has put together a nine-game hitting streak.  Over those nine games the Cal-Berkeley product is batting
.524 (11-21) with 6 RBI and has hit safely in each of his last four pinch-hit at-bats.

SWINGIN’IT:  In his last two games Fresno IFIvan Ochoa has more total bases (11) than he piled up in
his first 14 games of the 2008 season (9).  Ochoa is 5-for-10 thus far in Tucson, with a double, a triple, and
a home run, his first three extra-base hits of the season.

TRANSACTION: The Grizzlies today received OFCasey Bond from Extended Spring Training.  Bond, the
Giants’ 25th Round selection in the 2007 Draft out of Lipscomb University (TN) spent 2007 with San
Francisco’s short-season rookie team in the Arizona League.  

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHPEvan MacLane (25, 6’2, 193) was acquired by Arizona from the New York Mets in a
trade for Shawn Green in August of 2006.   The southpaw was originally selected by New York in the 25th Round
of the 2003 Draft out of Feather River C.C. (CA).  MacLane spent the entire 2007 season withTucson, posting a
7-7 record and 7.70 ERA in 32 appearances(19 starts).  He began the summer in the starting rotation but was
shifted to the bullpen full-time in late July for the Sidewinders, surrendering 190 hits in just 115.2ip.  Prior to
2007, MacLane had made just 8 relief appearances in 4 season of professional baseball.  Before being traded in
2006 the left-hander was ranked as the 30th best prospect in the Mets organization.
