LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies pulled out their second 11-inning win in three days with a 5-4 triumph over the
Tucson Sidewinders on Monday evening....Emilio Bonifacio’s throwing error, on what would have been the final out
of the inning, allowed Clay Timpner to score what would prove to be the deciding run....Fresno reliever Randy
Messenger earned his first win as a Grizzly with 2.0 scoreless innings out of the bullpen.....Timpner reached base four
times, stole a base, and scored a pair of runs in the game.....IF lvan Ochoa and OF Nate Schierholtz also had multi-hit
games for Fresno....IF Emilio Bonifacio had three hits and drove in two runs in a losing effort.....Grizzlies starter Pat
Misch allowed four runs on ten hits in 6.0 innings of work.

THE SIDEWINDERS....finished the 2007 season with a record of 75-67, 5th best mark in the Pacific Coast League and
good for 3rd place in the Pacific South division...are guided by manager Bill Plummer in his second season in
Tucson....led the PCL with a .297 batting average last season...have lost 17 of their first 19 games this season....cur-
rently rank 16th in the PCL in team ERA and 11th in team batting average.

LUCKY CHARM: Including the March 26th exhibition game against San Francisco, the Fresno Grizzlies are now 5-0 in
games started this season by left-hander Pat Misch.

EARLY RISERS: Today’s 10:00am PST start time is the earliest Grizzlies game since May 1st of last season, also a 10am
start against the Sidewinders in Tucson. Tucson won that game 7-6 in 10 innings.

MAX POWER: In his last two starts Max Scherzer, today’s Tucson starter, has struck out 22 opposing batters. In
Fresno's last 8 games, Grizzlies starters have also struck out a combined 22 hitters.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: RHP Max Scherzer (23, 6'2, 210) was Arizona’s first-round pick (11th overall) in the 2006 Draft out
of the University of Missouri. He enters the 2008 season ranked as the the Diamondbacks’ #4 prospect according to
Baseball America, and was slotted as one of the Top 50 prospects in all of baseball by the same publication. Scherzer
split the 2007 season, his first in professional baseball, between Visalia (HiA-Cal) and Mobile (AA-SL) compiling a 6-4
record and 3.30 ERA in 17 starts. The right-hander has pitched exclusively as a starter, but opened eyes in a relief role
while pitching with the Scottsdale Scorpions in the Arizona Fall League this off-season. Scherzer was an All-American
and Big 12 Pitcher of the Year while in college, and has represented his country pitching for Team USA.
