LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies let a late lead slip away in dropping their series finale against the Tucson Sidewinders
by a score of 7-6 on Tuesday morning, in a game that began at 10:00am....Grizzlies reliever Bartolome Fortunato
allowed three runs (one earned) in the 8th inning as Tucson overcame a two-run deficit for the win....OF Clay Timpner
had his fourth-straight multi-hit game in the series with a pair of singles.....IF Justin Leone hit his team-leading fourth
home run, a two-run shot off of Max Scherzer in the 3rd inning...Scherzer struck out 9, and walked none, in 6.0
innings but did not factor into the decision.

THE BEES....are the Triple-A, Pacific Coast League affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim....own the best
record in professional baseball at 17-1 entering Thursday'’s action....are managed by Bobby Mitchell in his 3rd season
with Salt Lake, and 6th overall in the Angels organization....finished 2007 with a record of 74-69, the 7th best mark in
the PCL and good for 1st place in the Pacific North division....lost their best-of-five playoff series with SAC, 3-2....cur-
rently lead the PCLin both team batting average (.310) and team ERA (3.24)...feature 7 of Los Angeles’ Top 25
prospects on their roster.

K-ZONE: Tuesday’s outing was the first of the season for RHP Billy Sadler in which he did not strike out an opposing
hitter. Sadler, second on the Grizzlies with 17 K's this season, currently ranks among the Top 15 relievers in all of Minor
League Baseball with 14.81 strikeouts per nine innings.

HOT STICK: OF Nate Schierholtz, currently leading Fresno with a .345 batting average, is hitting just .222 against left-
handed pitchers but .405 (15-37) against right-handers. Salt Lake is slated to start four right-handers in this four-
game series. WIth a triple on Tuesday morning, Schierholtz extended his team-best hitting streak to 9 games.

VERSATILITY: After Tuesday’s contest, in which he played the entire game at second-base, Fresno's Justin Leone has
now played five different positions (2B, 3B, RF, CF, LF) for the Grizzlies through just 19 games in 2008.

‘07 HEAVEN: Last season Fresno won 11 of 16 games against Salt Lake. Four everyday players currently on the Fresno
roster batted better than .355 in at least 33 at-bats last year against the Bees: Brian Horwitz (.394), Justin Leone (.370),
Nate Schierholtz (.362), and Scott McClain (.357).

TODAY'’S OPPONENT: RHP Kasey Olenberger (30, 64, 235) was signed by Los Angeles as a Minor League free agent in
December of 2004 after two seasons in Independent ball. Olenberger, a native of Santa Rosa, CA, attended Long Beach
State University. The right-hander spent the entire 2007 season with Salt Lake, posting a 10-7 record and 5.25 era in
29 appearances (28 starts) and led the PCL with a career-high 180.0 innings pitched. In addition to leading the Bees
in strikeouts (116) Olenberger also led the League by a wide margin in home runs allowed (35). Prior to the 2006 cam-
paign, which he also spent in Salt Lake, Olenberger made one appearance on the mound for Italy in the inaugural
World Baseball Classic.
