
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies held off the Iowa Cubs for a 4-3 victory on Tuesday night at ChukchansiPark,
the second straight win for Fresno.....Grizzlies starter NickPereira earned his second win of the season with 6.0
strong innings, strikiing out five....OFJustin Leone homered for the second straight game, a two-run shot in
the 1st inning....OF Clay Timpner and OFBrian Horwitz each had multi-hit games for the Grizzlies, with Timpner
scoring  a pair of runs.....Relievers Billy Sadler and Alex Hinshaw combined for 3.0 scoreless innings of
relief.....Iowa starting pitcher J.R. Mathes was teh only Cub with a multi-hit game, singling twice and scoring a
run for the visitors....Fresno State product Casey McGehee hit a two-run home run for Iowa in the 4th inning.

THE CUBS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Chicago Cubs, an affiliation now in its 28th season.....are man-
aged by Pat Listach, who was the team’s hitting coach from 2001-2005 and managed the club for 55 games in
2002......finished the 2007 season with a record of 79-65, the 3rd best mark in the PCL and good for 2nd place
in the American North Division....swept their four-game series against Fresno last season at Principal
Park....currently have the 15th best team batting average and 4th best team ERA in the Pacific Coast League.
