
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies won their third straight game over the Iowa Cubs by a score of 4-2 on
Wednesday night at Chukchansi Park.....Fresno starter Matt Palmer earned his first win of the season, striking
out 5 in 5.0 innings....Cubs’ starter Justin Berg was tagged with the loss in his Triple-A debut.....IF Justin Leone
homered in the 1st inning, a two-run shot, and OFBrett Harper hit a solo home run in the 2nd....IF Ivan Ochoa
scored a pair of runs for the Grizzlies.....Geno Espineli, Kevin Gryboski, Randy Messenger, and Alex Hinshaw
combined for 4.0 scoreless innings of relief, with Hinshaw picking up his third save of the season.

THE CUBS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Chicago Cubs, an affiliation now in its 28th season.....are man-
aged by Pat Listach, who was the team’s hitting coach from 2001-2005 and managed the club for 55 games in
2002......finished the 2007 season with a record of 79-65, the 3rd best mark in the PCL and good for 2nd place
in the American North Division....swept their four-game series against Fresno last season at Principal
Park....currently have the 15th best team batting average and 3rd best team ERA in the Pacific Coast League.

FIRSTWIN: Matt Palmer’s win on Wednesday night was his first of the 2008 season.  With five strikeouts last
night, Palmer now ranks 3rd in the Pacific Coast League with 34 punchouts this year.

BOMBSAWAY:  With a two-run shot in the 1st inning of last night’s game Justin Leone has now homered in
three consecutive games for the second time in 2008.  Leone has connected for six home runs in his last eight
games, and ranks 8th in the PCLin that category.

HARPERSMASH!:  Brett Harper’s 2nd-inning home run on Wednesday was his second of the season, and first
since April 7th when he homered off of Tacoma’s Joe Woerman at Cheney Stadium.  Last season with Double-
A Binghamton, Harper hit 24 home runs, and in 2005 he hit 36 between High-A St. Lucie and Binghamton.

INHERITANCE:  After allowing 7 of their first 9 inherited baserunners to score this season, the Fresno bullpen
has stranded 14-of-16 inherited baserunners since April 18th. 

TRANSACTION:  LHPErick Threets was sent to Fresno today on a Major League rehab assignment.  Threets,
who pitched out of the Grizzlies bullpen for most of 2006 and 2007, made six appearances for San Francisco
this season before being placed on the Disabled List with a chest injury.  

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPMarkHolliman (24, 6’0, 200) was selected by Chicago in the 3rd Round of the 2005
Draft out of the University of Mississippi.  He enters the 2008 season ranked as the 27th best prospect in the
Cubs organization by Baseball America, and is cited by the same publication as having the ‘Best Control’ in the
system.  Holliman spent all of 2007 with Double-A Tennessee (SL) compiling a 10-11 record and 3.57 era in 27
starts for the Smokies.  His ten wins, 161.1 innings pitched, and 108 strikeouts all led the club.  He also con-
tributed at the plate, belting a pair of home runs.  He did not allow a run in his first 25.0 innings of work last sea-
son, and was honored at mid-season as a Southern League All-Star.  In 2006, the right-hander ranked 4th in the
Florida State League with 121 strikeouts for High-A Daytona.
