
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies saw their season-best five game win streak come to an end as they lost
13-7 to the Omaha Royals on Saturday night at Chukchansi Park.....Fresno scored seven runs in the first
two innings, while Omaha scored seven runs in the first three innings.....Royals’ starter Brandon
Duckworth weathered the early storm and settled down to last 5.2 innings and pick up a win....Reliever
Erick Threets gave up a home run on his first pitch of the game, and suffered the loss....Neal Musser
allowed just one hit in 3.1 innings out of the Omaha bullpen to earn his 6th save....Jason Smith, Shane
Costa, and Angel Berroa all homered for the visitors....IF Scott McClain hit a three-run home run in the
game’s second inning and drove in four runs in the game....OFClay Timpner and IFIvan Ochoa each
scored a pair of runs.

THE ROYALS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of theKansas City Royals....are manged by Mike Jirschele in
his sixth consecutive season in Omaha and 9th overall at the helm....finished 2007 with a record of 73-
71, the 9th best record in the PCL and food for 3rd place in the American North Division....are currently
in 1st place in the American North Division with a 2.5 game lead over Iowa....currently rank 9th in team
batting average and 3rd in team ERA in the Pacific Coast League.

WHAT A RELIEF: Prior to the 6th inning home run surrendered by Erick Threets, the Fresno bullpen had
not allowed a run during this homestand.  The Grizzlies bullpen had not allowed a run in their last 15.2
innings of work prior to allowing six runs in the 6th and 7th innings on Saturday night.

DESIGNATED NO-HITTERS:  This season the Grizzlies are 4-10 in games in which the Designated Hitter
rule is used (vs. AL-affiliates) but 11-4 in games in which their pitchers hit (vs. NLaffiliates).

HOMERHAPPY:  Omaha homered three times on Saturday for the second consecutive game, with
Jason Smith and Angel Berroa homering in back-to-back games.  This season Omaha is tied for the
Pacific Coast League lead with 48 home runs, and have hit more than twice as many as the Grizzlies (23).

TRANSACTION:  San Francisco Giants’ SS Omar Vizquel joins the Grizzlies today on a Major League
rehab assignment.  Vizquel, an 11-time Gold Glove winner and one of the best defensive players of his
generation, is the third rehab assignment for Fresno this season(Chulk, Threets).  The shortstop has
been sidelined since undergoing left knee surgery on February 22nd and is scheduled to play four
innings today.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPKyle Davies (24, 6’2, 205) was acquired by Kansas City in a trade with Atlanta
for Octavio Dotel in July of 2007.  Davies was originally drafted by the Braves in the 4th Round of the 2001
Draft out of Stockbridge H.S. (GA).  Prior to the trade he made two starts for Triple-A Richmond and 17
starts for Atlanta, and following the deal made 11 starts for Kansas City in 2007.  Overall last season,
Davies went 7-16 with a 5.98 era and 111 striekouts.  In his Royals’debut on August 4th at Yankee Stadium,
the right-hander surrendered Alex Rodriguez’s 500th career home run.  In 2004, after excelling in A-ball
and Double-A, Davies was honored with the Phil Niekro Award, given to Atlanta’s top Minor League pitch-
er.
