
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies opened an eight-game road trip with a 3-2 win over New Orleans on
Tuesday night at Zephyr Field.....IF Justin Leone and IFScott McClain provided all the offense with a two-
run homer and a solo shot respectively.....Fresno starter Julio Mateo allowed two runs in the 6th inning,
but earned his second win of the season.....Billy Sadler, Kevin Gryboski, and Alex Hinshaw combined for
3.1 scoreless innings of relief and five strikeouts.....Hinshaw picked up his 6th save of the season.....OF
Jesus Feliciano was the only Zephyr with a multi-hit game, though New Orleans out-hit the Grizzlies 7-
to-6.....Zephyrs’ starter Tony Armas struck out six over 6.0 innings but suffered his third loss.

THE ZEPHYRS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the New York Mets....are managed by Ken Oberkfell, in
his second season inNew Orleans, and 4th consecutive season at the helm of the Mets’ Triple-A affili-
ate....finished the 2007 season with a record of 75-69, the 6th best mark in the PCL, and good for 1st
place in the American South Division...were swept in three games in the PCLChampionship Series by
Sacramento....currently sit in 3rd place in the American South division (4.5gb)....have the 15th best team
batting average in the PCL and the 2nd best team ERA.

CLOSERMENTALITY:  Since April 26th, when he blew his only save of the season in Salt Lake, Alex
Hinshaw has made five appearances (5.0 ip), allowed just one baserunner, and picked up five saves.  The
southpaw has struck out seven and has yet to issue a walk over that span.  Hinshaw is currently tied for 4th
in the PCLwith six saves this season.

POWERTRIP:  Last night was the second time this season that Justin Leone and Scott McClain have home-
red in the same game.  The pair currently rank first and second, respectively, in home runs for Fresno.  In
the team’s last nine games, Leone and McClain have combined for 8 home runs and 25 RBI.

K-ZONE:  With three strikeouts in 1.1 scoreless innings of relief last night, BIlly Sadler currently ranks 2nd
in the PCL, and 13th in all of Minor League Baseball, with 13.5 strikeouts per nine innings.  Sadler has
allowed just one earned run in his last 13.0 innings of work.

FIRST-PLACE:  With a win on Tuesday the Grizzlies are now 18-14 on the season, the exact same record
that Fresno had on May 7, 2007 before being swept at Iowa.  The team is currently in sole possession of
first-place in the Pacific South Division, the latest in a season they’ve been in first-place since 1999.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Ruddy Lugo (27, 6’0, 210)was claimed by New York (NL) off waivers from
Oakland in January of 2008.  He started the 2007 season in the Tampa Bay organization, splitting time
between Triple-A Durham and Tampa, before being claimed off waivers by Oakland and splitting the
remainder of the season between the A’s and Triple-A Sacramento.  In 38 Major League appearances last
season, all in relief, Lugo was 6-0 with a 5.40 era.  In 17 PCLappearances with Sacramento, he was 3-0 with
a 0.45 era in 20.0 innings of work.  Lugo, the younger brother of Boston SS Julio Lugo, was originally draft-
ed in the 3rd Round of the 1999 Draft by Milwaukee.  The Mets are his 7th organization in 10 profession-
al seasons.  2008 is his first season pitching exclusively in the starting rotation.
