
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies found themselves in an early hole, and had their comeback attempt fal
just short in losing 9-7 to New Orleans on Wednesday night at Zephyr Field.....Grizzlies starter Brooks
McNiven allowed eight runs (7 earned) in just 1.1 innings to suffer a loss in his first Triple-A deci-
sion.....New Orleans had a 9-2 lead after three innings of play....Jesse Foppert, Ryan Sadowski, and Geno
Espineli combined to allow just one unearned run in 6.2 innings of relief for Fresno.....OFNate
Schierholtz homered, doubled, and drove in four runs....Zephyrs’ IFFernando Tatis hit his 10th home run
in the 2nd inning off of McNiven and also drove in four.

THE ZEPHYRS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the New York Mets....are managed by Ken Oberkfell, in
his second season inNew Orleans, and 4th consecutive season at the helm of the Mets’ Triple-A affili-
ate....were swept in three games in the 2007 PCLChampionship Series by Sacramento....currently have
the 15th best team batting average in the PCL and the 3rd best team ERA.

VETERAN PRESENCE:  Today’s two starting pitchers have combined to make 339 career Major League
appearances since 2001.

STREAKING:  After Wednesday’s 3.0 scoreless frames, Grizzlies’ reliever Geno Espineli has not surrendered
an earned run in his last 15.0 innings of work.  Espineli has allowed just 18 baserunners in 20.2 innings
pitched this spring (0.87 WHIP).

SCHIERPRODUCTION:  Nate Schierholtz’s 4-RBIperformance last night was his 6th multi-RBIgame of the
season and the second time he has driven in four runs in a single game in 2008.  Schierholtz is batting a
team-best .380 (19-50) with runners on base, .419 (13-31) with runners in scoring position, and .545(6-11)
with RISPand two outs.

TRANSACTION:  Prior to yesterday’s game the San Francisco Giants recalled RHPBilly Sadler to the big
league club.  Sadler posted a 1.13 era in 11 appearances (16.0ip) for Fresno this season, striking out24
batters while allowing only 8 hits.  Sadler made his Major League debut in 2006 with the Giants.  To make
room on the Major League roster, RHPBrad Hennessey was optioned to Triple-A and is expected to join
the team this weekend in Oklahoma City.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Claudio Vargas (29, 6’4, 238) was signed by New York (NL) to a minor-league
contract in early April after being released by Milwaukee during spring training.  Vargas spent the entire
2007 season with the Brewers, posting a record of 11-6 and a 5.09 era and 1 save in 29 appearances (23
starts).  Vargas was originally signed as an International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic by
Florida in 1995,  Over the course of his 13-year pro career, he has pitched for six organizations.  At differ-
ent points in his career, he was cited as a Top 10 prospect in both the Marlins and Expos’ organizations.
Since breaking into the big leagues in 2002 with Montreal, the right-hander is a veteran of 152 Major
League appearances with Milwaukee, Arizona, Washington and the Expos.  After signing with New York
last month, he made one start for High-A St. Lucie (FSL), and has made one start for NOLA in Portland.
Vargas also pitched for New Orleans in 2005 as a Washington Nationals’ farmhand.
