
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies ended their three-game slide with a 3-1 series-opening win over
Oklahoma on Saturday night at AT&T Bricktown Ballpark.....Fresno scored a pair of 7th inning runs thanks
to a pair of errors, a HBP, and a wild pitch......Reliever Kevin Gryboski was charged with a blown save but
picked up the win.....Alex Hinshaw worked 2.0 scoreless innings to earn his 7th save....Grizzlies’ starter
Matt Palmer struck out nine over 5.1 innings, allowing just three hits, but did not factor into the deci-
sion....IFIvan Ochoa and IFBrett Harper drove in runs for Fresno....Harper was the only Grizzly with a
multi-hit game.

THE REDHAWKS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Texas Rangers....are managed by Bobby Jones, in
his 21st season in the Texas system, and 8th overall in Oklahoma City (93-94, 02-05, 07-08).....finished the
2007 season with a 71-72 record, the 10th best mark in the PCL and good for 3rd-place in the American
South division....took three-of-four games from Fresno at ChukchansiPark last season.

ALEXTHEGREAT:  Fresno closer Alex Hinshaw earned his 7th save by hurling a scoreless 8th and 9th
inning on Saturday night, his first multi-inning save of the season.  Of his 24 pitches, 20 were for strikes.
Hinshaw has picked up a save each of the last six times he has taken the mound, facing 22 batters over
that stretch but allowing only one to reach base.  

K-ZONE:  Though he did not factor into the decision, Matt Palmer regained the Pacific Coast League
strikeout lead with 9 punchouts on Saturday night, tying his season-high.  Palmer’s 52 strikeouts are the
7th most in all of Minor League Baseball.  Last season the right-hander didn’t record his 52nd strikeout
until June 20th.

THIEVERY CORPORATION:  The Grizzlies tied a 2008 single-game high with four stolen bases on
Saturday night.  Fresno leads the PCLwith 37 stolen bases this year, six more than any other team.

TRIPLE TROUBLE: OF Nate Schierholtz’s triple on Saturday night was his 5th of the season, the second-
best total in the PCL.  Schierholtz has collected at least 7 triples each of the last four seasons, though
never more than 9.

TRANSACTION:  The San Francisco Giants optioned RHPBrad Hennessey to Triple-A earlier this week, and
he joins the Grizzlies today and will start against Oklahoma.  Hennessey, who pitched for the Grizzlies in
2004, 2005, and 2006, began the season in the Major Leagues, going 1-1 with a 12.94 era in 11 appearances
for the Giants.  Hennessey is 8-4 with a 3.95 era in 18 career starts for the Grizzlies.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHP A.J. Murray (26, 6’3, 200) was selected by Texas in the 19th Round of the 2000
Draft out of Salt Lake Community College(UT).  He split the 2007 season between Oklahoma and Texas,
going 4-5 with 5 saves and a 3.57 ERA in making a combined 55 appearances between the two clubs,
though only three starts.  Murray had been used primarily as a starter in his professional career, but has been
handled with care after entirely missing two of the last four seasons due to injury.  After making his Major
League debut on May 16th of last season against Tampa Bay, the southpaw became one of only three big
leaguers from the state of Utah in 2007.  Though Murray began this season with Oklahoma, he made a start,
and recorded a win, on May 3rd against Oakland.  He is a member of the Rangers’40-man roster.
