
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies pounded out a season-high 20 hits in a 13-5 win over Oklahoma on
Sunday afternoon at AT&TBricktown Ballpark.....Grizzlies’ starter Brad Hennessey surrendered just one
run over 5.0 innings to earn a win in his 2008 PCLdebut.....All nine hitters in the Fresno lineup had at
least one hit, and 7-of-9 had multi-hit games.....OFClay Timpner was 4-for-6 with three extra-base hits
and 8 total bases in the game.....IFTravis Denker and OFBrian Horwitz each drove in three runs for the
visitors.....IF Ivan Ochoa hit his second home run of the season in the 8th inning, a solot shot....Oklahoma
IFNate Gold reached base safely each of the five times he came to the plate on Sunday with four hits
and a walk.

THE REDHAWKS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Texas Rangers....are managed by Bobby Jones, in
his 21st season in the Texas system, and 8th overall in Oklahoma City (93-94, 02-05, 07-08).....finished the
2007 season with a 71-72 record, the 10th best mark in the PCL and good for 3rd-place in the American
South division....took three-of-four games from Fresno at ChukchansiPark last season.

HIT PARADE:  Fresno’s 20 hits on Sunday were the most by the team in 2008.  Prior to yesterday’s game,
the Grizzlies’top offensivel output was 18 hits, which they had done twice, most recently against Omaha
on May 3rd. 

MARATHON MEN:  Sunday’s nine-inning contest took 3:16 to complete, the longest nine-ining game of
the season for the Grizzlies, eclipsing their 3:10 game on 4/7 at Tacoma.

HOME SWEET HOME?:  Following Sunday’s 4-for-6 effort, his team-leading 11th multi-hit game of the
season, Fresno OFClay Timpner is now batting .329 (27-for-82) on the road, but just .226 (12-for-53) at
home this year.

TRANSACTION:  The San Francisco Giants optioned IFBrian Bocock to Triple-A this week and he is expect-
ed to join the Grizzlies today.  Bocock, the Giants’9th Round selection in the 2006 Draft out of the Stetson
University (FL) was San Francisco’s Opening Day shortstop despite spending his first two professional sea-
sons in Class A.  In 32 games this season, Bocock batted .143 with 2 RBI and 4 stolen bases.  To make room
on the Fresno roster for Bocock, C Barry Gunther was assigned to Extended Spring Training.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Steve Rowe (27, 6’3, 215) was signed by Texas as a non-drafted free agent in 2002
out of Texas Tech University.  After starting the 2007 campaign with four appearances for Double-AFrisco,
Rowe was promoted to Oklahoma where he posted a 6-4 record and 6.78 era in 35 appearances(4 starts)
for the Redhawks.   In 2004 with Frisco he was honored as a Texas League All-Star.  During the 2003 season
with Stockton (High-A, Cal), Rowe did not allow an earned run over his final 26 appearances of the season.
In 245 career professional appearances, the right-hander has made just 11 starts before today.
