
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies offense exploded in the middle innings in a 14-3 win over Colorado
Springs on Saturday night at ChukchansiPark, snapping Fresno’s four-game losing streak....Starter Brad
Hennessey gave up a pair of home runs in the third inning, but picked up his second win with 5.0 solid
innings...Hennessey also doubled, walked, and drove in three runs at the plate.....IFScott McClain hit his
9th home run, doubled twice, and drove in three runs....IFTravis Denker drove in three....Relievers Erick
Threets and Julio Mateo combined for four scoreless innings out of the bullpen....Sky Sox OFSeth Smith
had three hits including a home run....IFIan Stewart hit his third home run of the series, and 12th of the
season, and drove in a pair of runs stretching his League-leading total to 41 RBI.

THE SKY SOX....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the National League champion Colorado Rockies....fin-
ished 2007 with a record of 69-75, 11th best mark in the PCL and good for 2nd place in the Pacific
Northern Division.....are managed by Tom Runnells, in his third season at the helm of Colorado
Springs....currently have one of the PCL’s best offenses, but highest team ERAs.

DUAL THREAT:  In addition to being the winning pitcher on Saturday night, Brad Hennessey became
the first Fresno pitcher to driv e in a run at the plate this season. Hennessey doubled, walked, hit a sac-
rifice fly, and drove in three runs for the Grizzlies.  In 2005 with San Francisco he was one of three Major
League pitchers to hit two home runs. 

PUTTINGIT BEHINDUS:  Since surrendering five runs in 1.1 innings in his Triple-A debut, a spot start
at Salt Lake, today’s Grizzlies’ starter Ryan Sadowski has allowed just four baserunners in 6.2 innings of
work out of the bullpen.

UNHAPPY ENDINGS:  Entering today’s final game against Colorado Springs, the Grizzlies are just 3-7 in
series finales this season.  They have won their last two finales at ChukchansiPark (Iowa, Omaha).

HOMERUN KING:  Scott McClain’s 5th inning home run on Saturday was his 9th of the season, tying
JustinLeone for the Grizzlies’ team lead.  McClain has hit six home runs and driven in 15 runs in the
month of May.  McClain ranks second in the PCL in homers, and fourth in RBI, this month.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHPMarkRedman (34, 6’5, 245) was signed by Colorado as a Minor League free
agent in August of 2007.  He pitched for seven different teams in four different organizations last season,
beginning the year with Atlanta, before spending time in the Texas, Toronto, and Colorado systems.  In 11
Major League appearances with the Braves and Rockies, Redman was 2-4 with a 7.62 era.  The southpaw has
made 209 big league appearances (194 starts) with eight organizations in his 14-year professional career.  He
established career highs in wins, ERA, and strikeouts in 2003 for the World Champion Florida Marlins.  In
2006, as a member of the Kansas City Royals, Redman was named to the American League All-Star team, the
club’s lone representative.  Despite going 2-0 for Colorado at the end of last season, the left-hander did not
see any action in the post-season for the Rockies.  He began 2008 in the Colorado rotation, going 2-3 witha
7.84 era in 7 games.  Today is his 2008 PCLdebut.
