
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies dropped their series opener with Salt Lake by a score of 5-3 on Monday
night at Chukchansi Park.....Fresno starter Victor Santos allowed just one earned run on three hits over
6.0 innings of work, but did not factor into the decision....Bees’starter Shane Loux scattered five hits over
7.0 innings to earn his League-leading 6th win of the year.....Reliever Erick Threets allowed an RBI single
in the 7th that proved to be the difference, and suffered the loss....OFNate Schierholtz connected for his
5th home run of the season, a two-run shot, in the 4th inning....Salt Lake OFDee Brown homered in the
6th for the visitors....Fresno loaded the bases with just one out in the 9th inning, but managed just one
run on a sacrifice fly by pinch-hitter Justin Leone.

THE BEES....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim....are managed by Bobby
Mitchell in his first season in Salt Lake, and sixth in the Angels organization overall.....swept the Grizzlies
in a four-game series in Salt Lake in April....currently own the PCL’s best record...started the 2008 season
with 24 wins in their first 26 games....have scored the third-most runs in the PCL, and have the third-best
team ERA.

NORTHERN LIGHTS:  After last night’s loss, the Grizzlies are just 6-14 in 20 games against Pacific
Northern Division opponents (Colorado Springs, Portland, Salt Lake, Tacoma) this season.

SLIPPING:  With yesterday’s loss, the Grizzlies fell a season-worst 5.0 games behind the division leading
Sacramento Rivercats.  On May 20th of last season, the Grizzlies defeated Salt Lake to pull within 4.5
games of first place in the Pacific Southern division.

HOMESWEET HOME:  Prior to yesterday’s game, Fresno had defeated Salt Lake six consecutive times
at ChukchansiPark.  The Grizzlies took seven of the eight matchups between the two clubs in Fresno last
season.  In 2006, Salt Lake won seven of the eight games played at Chukchansi Park.

FORGETTABLEFRAME:  The last time that today’s starters faced one another, on April 24th at Salt
Lake’s Franklin Covey Field, they each allowed six runs in the 1st inning in a game the Bees ultimately
won 8-7 in ten innings.

HIT MACHINE:  With two more hits last night, Grizzlies’OFBrian Horwitz is batting .389 over his last six
games.  In less-than-regular playing time this season Horwitz has a team-best (among qualifiers) .315
batting average.  Entering 2008, the Cal-Berkeley product had fashioned a career .322 average over four
professional seasons.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPKasey Olenberger (30, 6’4, 235) was signed by Los Angeles as a Minor League
free agent in December of 2004 after two seasons in Independent ball.  Olenberger, a native of Santa
Rosa, CA, attended Long Beach State University.  The right-hander spent the entire 2007 season with Salt
Lake, posting a 10-7 record and 5.25 era in 29 appearances (28 starts) and led the PCLwith a career-high
180.0 innings pitched.  In addition to leading the Bees in strikeouts (116) Olenberger also led the League
by a wide margin in home runs allowed (35).  Prior to the 2006 campaign, which he also spent in Salt
Lake, Olenberger made one appearance on the mound for Italy in the inaugural World Baseball Classic.
Entering Tuesday’s action, he has allowed the most home runs in the PCL this season (11).
