
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies defeated Salt Lake for the first time in six tries in 2008, taking a 6-2 deci-
sion over the Bees on Tuesday afternoon at ChukchansiPark.....Grizzlies starter NickPereira allowed just
two runs over 6.1 innings of work to even his record at 4-4....Four different Grizzlies drove in runs.....IF
Scott McClain and OFJustinLeone each scored a pair of runs for Fresno....Leone hit his team-leading
10th home run of the season in the 7th inning.....Salt Lake starter Kasey Olenberger allowed four runs in
5.1 innings to suffer the loss.....IFBrandon Wood was the only Bee witha  multi-hit game.

THE BEES....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim....are managed by Bobby
Mitchell in his first season in Salt Lake, and sixth in the Angels organization overall.....swept the Grizzlies
in a four-game series in Salt Lake in April....currently own the PCL’s best record...started the 2008 season
with 24 wins in their first 26 games....have scored the second-most runs in the PCL, and have the third-
best team ERA.

THIEVERY:  The Grizzlies were 2-for-2 (McClain, Timpner) in stolen base attempts on Tuesday afternoon.
Despite the two successful thefts, Salt Lake catcher Bobby Wilson has thrown out 50% of attempted
basestealers this season, the best mark in the Pacific Coast League.

TURNINGTWO:   The Grizzlies tied a season-high by turning three double plays against the Bees, each
of which was initiated by SSBrian Bocock.  Fresno last turned three double plays in game on April 29th
against the Iowa Cubs.

MAY DAY:  IF Brett Harper was 2-for-3 with a double and a run scored on Tuesday afternoon.  In the
month of May, Harper is batting .410 (16-39) and has raised his batting average from ..257 to .319.  He is
batting .372 against RHPthis season, but just .182 against LHP.

INHERITANCE:  Since allowing seven of their first nine inherited baserunners to score, the Grizzlies
bullpen has stranded 25 of their last 28 (89%).  Overall this season, Fresno relievers have stranded 26 of
37 baserunners (73%) this season.

TRANSACTION:  The San Francisco Giants today recalled IFTravis Denker to the Major Leagues.  Denker,
acquired in 2007 in a trade that sent Mark Sweeney to the Dodgers, began this season in Double-A
Connecticut before being promoted to Fresno on May 2nd.  In 17 games with the Grizzlies, Denker bat-
ted .315 (17-54) with a home run and 12 RBI.  To make room on the big league roster, the Giants
optioned IFEugenio Velez to Fresno.  Velez played briefly for Fresno at the end of 2007, and is expected
to join the team on Thursday.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPNick Green (23, 6’4, 200) was selected by Los Angeles in the 35th Round of
the 2004 Draft out of Darton College (GA).  He enters the 2008 season ranked as the #8 prospect in the
Angels system according to Baseball America.  Green spent almost the entire 2007 season with Arkansas
(AA-TL, posting a 10-8 record and 3.68 era in a Texas League-leading 28 starts.  His 107 strikeouts were
the 5th-best total in the League, and his ten wins led the Travelers.  After being honored as a Texas
League All-Star at the conclusion of the season, Green was promoted to Salt Lake just in time to take the
loss in Saacramento’s decisive Game 5 win over the Bees in the Pacific Conference ChampionshipSeries.
In recognition of his accomplishments last summer, the Angels added Green to their 40-man roster over
the winter.
