
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies dropped their series opener with the Tucson Sidewinders by a score of
6-5 on Saturday night at ChukchansiPark....Fresno starter Ryan Sadowski surrendered four runs on
seven hits in 3.0 innings to suffer the loss.....Tucson starter Esmerling Vasquez allowed nine baserunners
in 5.0 innings but just two runs in earning his first Triple-A win....Leo Rosales picked up his 7th save
despite allowing a leadoff home run in the ninth....Grizzlies’ IFScott McClain drove in a pair of runs while
IFIvan Ochoa stole two bases and scored two runs....IFBrett Harper and IFEugenio Velez each homered
for Fresno....Sidewinders OFTim Raines Jr. had three hits, including two doubles, and scored three runs.

THE SIDEWINDERS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks....are managed by Bill
Plummer in his second season at the helm....currently own the PCL’s worst record.....are 8th in the League
in runs scored and 14th in team ERA....dropped three of four games at ChukchansiPark in April.

LONGBALL:  Brett Harper’s 7th inning home run was the slugger’s first since April 30th when he went
deep off of Omaha’s Justin Berg at ChukchansiPark.  Harper’s home run drought had reached 80 at-bats
before last night’s solo shot.  After  a torrid May at the plate (.405 avg) Harper is now batting .342, the
9th best average in the PCL.

GENO!:  Eugenio Velez’s leadoff home run in the 9th inning on Saturday was his first Triple-A homer and
his first in 2008.  The speedy Velez last homered on August 25th of last year with Double-A Connecticut
and has more than twice as many triples (52) in his career than home runs (25) in seven pro seasons.

TRIPLETROUBLE:  Nate Schierholtz’s first-inning triple was the right-fielders seventh of the season, the
fourth consecutive year he has had at least seven in a season.  Schierholtz ranks second in the PCL (to
Tucson’s Tim Raines Jr.) in the category, and sixth in all of MInor League Baseball.

MACIN MAY: After batting just .258 in April, Scott McClain caught fire at the plate in the month of May.
With two more hits on Saturday, McClain wrapped up the month with a .308 batting average and led
Fresno with eight home runs, 18 runs scored, and 27 RBI.

HIT PARADE:  With 13 more hits yesterday, the Sidewinders extended their lead in the Pacific Coast
League in the category, now with 17 more hits than any other team this season.  Though they lead the
League in hits and batting average, Tucson ranks 9th in runs scored.  Despite hitting twenty-two points
higher than Fresno, the Grizzlies have scored six more runs than their division rivals this season.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Juan Gutierrez (24, 6’2, 210) was acquired by Arizona along with Chad Qualls
and Chris Burke in a trade withHouston that sent Jose Valverde to the Astros in December of 2007.  After
being slotted as the #3 prospect in the Astros system before the trade, the right-hander enters the 2008
campaign ranked as the #5 prospect in the Diamondbacks system according to Baseball America.  He
split the 2007 season betweenRound Rock (AAA-PCL) and Houston, going a combined 6-11 with a 4.36
ERA in 33 appearances (28 starts).  Gutierrez made his Major League debut on 8/19/08 against San Diego
and picked up his first MLwin on 9/15/08 against Pittsburgh.  He currently leads the PCLin losses and
has allowed the 7th most hits in all of Minor League Baseball (3rd in PCL).
