
LASTNIGHT....The Grizzlies and Rainiers were rained out at Cheney Stadium on Friday night.  The game
will be made up today as part of a doubleheader (two seven-inning games) beginning at 6:00pm.  This
is the third game Fresno has had postponed this season, one due to rain in Portland (4/5), one due to a
power outage at Chukchansi Park (5/21).

LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies opened their four-game series in Tacoma with a 6-2 win over the
Rainiers on Thursday night at Cheney Stadium....the game’s start was delayed for 1:05 by rain, and the
contest was stopped for 33 minutes in the 8th inning because of rain as well....Grizzlies starter Victor
Santos struck out eight over 6.0 innings to earn his fourth win....Tacoma’s Sean White allowed 11 hits in
6.2 innings, and suffered his fifth loss.....IFIvan Ochoa had three hits and drove in two runs for
Fresno....the bottom-third of the Fresno lineup (Timpner, Bocock, Whiteside) combined to go 6-for11
with four runs scored and two driven in.....OFNate Schierholtz homered in the 8th inning, his ninth of
the year....Rainiers’3B Matt Tuiasosopo homered in the first inning for the home team.

THE RAINIERS....are the the Triple-A affiliate of the Seattle Mariners.....are manged by Daren Brown, in
his second season in Tacoma....feature Seattle’s top prospect, CJeff Clement.....have won seven of 13
games against the Grizzlies this season.....have scored the 13th most runs in the PCL, and have the
League’s 12th best ERA....have a losing record at Cheney Stadium this year.

ESPIAWARDS:  Prentice Redman’s RBI-single in the 8th inning of Thursday’s game scored the first run
allowed by Geno Espineli since May 11th.  The run ended Espineli’s streak of 11.1 scoreless innings.  The
reliever has allowed only four baserunners in his last 9.0 innings of work and has surrendered only four
earned runs and three walks all season (34.0ip).

WALK THELINE:  Justin Leone’s 6th inning walk on Thursday was the veteran’s first since May 24th, his
longest stretch of the season without earning a free pass. Leone leads the Grizzlies, and ranks 5th in the
PCL, with 36 walks this season.  Though he is batting just .231, Leone is getting on base at a .353 clip.

IVAN THEGREAT:  Grizzlies’IFIvan Ochoa has reached base safely in 18 of his last 20 games dating back
to May 11th.  Over that stretch Ochoa is batting .421 (27-for-64) with seven stolen bases.  The middle
infielder has raised his season average from.256 to .312 over the course of the streak.

TAKEME HOME:  After starting the season 5-5 away from Chukchansi Park this spring, the Grizzlies have
won just five of their last 18 road games including Thursday’s victory.  Since splitting the season series
at Cheney Stadium in 2005, Fresno is just 7-14 in Tacoma.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Chris Jakubauskas (29, 6’2, 215) was signed as a free agent by Seattle in June
of 2007.  He spent most of the 2007 season with Double-A West Tennessee, going 0-4, with a 4.94 era in
16 games  (3 starts).  Jakubauskas played in college at the University of Oklahoma, but spen the major-
ity of his time at first base and in the outfield.  In 2003 he converted to the mound while playing with
Florence in the Independent Frontier League.  After three seasons with Florence, the right-hander
pitched for Fullerton of the Independent Golden League, and was honored as the League’s Pitcher of the
Year in 2006.  He started the 2007 season with Lincoln of the Independent American Association, but
had his contract purchased by Seattle in June and was assigned to Double-A West Tennessee.  The
Anaheim native began this season in Double-A, but was promoted after going 3-0 with a 0.83 era in six
starts for the Diamond Jaxx.
