Mooney is 5 for 8 in his last two games with 3 home runs and 4 RBI. He also has a 6 game hitting streak. 

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHPDan Meyer (26, 6’4, 222) was acquired by Oakland from the Atlanta Braves as
part of the trade for Tim Hudson in 2004. Meyer is in his 7th season of professional baseball and made
his Oakland debut last season after spending time on the minor league DLin each of his three season’s
in the A’s organization. Last season with Triple-A Sacramento, Meyer went 8-2 with a 3.28 ERA in 21 starts
and finished 2nd in ERA in the PCL.
