
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies were one-hit by Sacramento southpaw Gio Gonzalez in a 4-0 loss on
Wednesday night at Raley Field......Gonzalez struck out a season-high 12 over 8.0 innings to earn his third
win.....Grizzlies’starter Patrick Misch, making his first Triple-A start since mid-April, struck out a season-high
8 over 7.0 innings but allowed four runs on nine hits to suffer his first PCLloss of the year....CDayton Buller
had Fresno’s only hit, a one-out double in the 5th inning.....IFBrooks Conrad provided most of the game’s
offense with a two-out, three-run home run off of Misch in the 5th inning.

THE RIVERCATS....are the Triple-A affiliate of the Oakland Athletics....are the defending Pacific Coast
League and Triple-A (Bricktown Showdown) champions....are managed by Todd Steverson in his first
season in Sacramento....are 8th in the PCLin runs scored, and 3rd in Team ERA.

K-ZONE:  The Grizzlies and River Cats combined to strike out 22 times on Wednesday night at Raley
Field.  Entering Thursday’s action, Sacramento and Fresno rank 1st and 6th, respectively, in the Pacific
Coast League in strikeouts (batting).  The River Cats led the PCLin 2007 with 1079 strikeouts at the plate.

K-ZONE II: Fresno starter Pat Misch, in his first Triple-A start since April 21st, struck out a season-high 8
River Cats last night.  The southpaw last recorded eight strikeouts on August 4th of last year against the
San Diego Padres in a 5.0 inning start for the Giants at PetCo Park.

SENSING A THEME?:Sacramento starter Gio Gonzalez’ 12 strikeouts were the most by a single pitcher
against the Grizzlies this season.  The previous high was established on April 12th when Tucson’s Max
Scherzer struck out 11 Grizzlies at ChukchansiPark.  

PUTTINGON THEBRAKES:Since stealing a pair of bases on May 31st against Tucson and taking over the
PCLlead with 15 stolen bases, Grizzlies’ IFIvan Ochoa has yet to steal a base in 16 games in the month of
June despite batting .333 (19-for-57) over that stretch.  As a team, Fresno is just 8-for-17 in stolen base
attempts this month.

GETTINGDEFENSIVE:  Despite an error on Wednesday night, the Grizzlies currently boast the best fielding
percentage of any team in the PCL (.981) are are tied with Omaha for the fewest total errors (52) in the League.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHP Dallas Braden (24, 6’1, 195) was selected by Oakland in the 24th Round of the
2004 Draft out of Texas Tech University.  Braden began the 2007 season with Double-A Midland but was
promoted quickly to Sacramento in April before spending the majority of the season with the Major
League club, going 1-8 with a 6.72 era in 20 appearances (14 starts) with Oakland.  The southpaw won
his big league debut on April 24th against Baltimore but went on to lose his next eight decisions.  In
2005 Braden was honored as the A’s Organizational Pitcher of the Year after going 15-5 with a 3.52 era
in 23 starts with Single-A Stockton and Midland.  He began this season in Sacramento but has twice
been promoted to Oakland where he has made seven relief appearances (1-0, 4.85 era).
