
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies dropped their second straight game at Raley Field, falling on Thursday
night at Sacramento by a score of 6-1.....Grizzlies starter Matt Palmer surrendered two runs on four hits in
6.0 innings to suffer his 8th loss.....River Cats starter Dallas Braden earned a win by allowing just one run
over 5.0 innings of work....C Guillermo Rodriguez was the only Grizzly with a multi-hit game, and his dou-
ble scored Julio Cordido for Fresno’s only run....IFCliff Pennington had a multi-hit game for the home team,
while IFBrooks Conrad drove in two runs....OFJoe Gaetti led off the 8th inning with his sixth home run of
the season for Sacramento.

THE RIVERCATS....are the Triple-A affiliate of the Oakland Athletics....are the defending Pacific Coast
League and Triple-A (Bricktown Showdown) champions....are managed by Todd Steverson in his first
season in Sacramento....are 8th in the PCLin runs scored, and 3rd in Team ERA.

LITTLE HELP?:  Fresno starter Matt Palmer has posted a quality start in each of his last five trips to the
mound (defined as at least 6.0 innings, and less than 3 ER), but is 0-3 over that stretch.  Palmer has not
recorded a win since May 5th against Omaha.  In the right-hander’s 15 starts this year, the Grizzlies have
scored just 50 runs (3.33 rpg).  No other Fresno pitcher with at least three starts is receiving fewer than
5.0 runs of support this year.

GET ‘EM WHILEYOU CAN: Grizzlies’ reliever Geno Espineli walked a pair of batters in the 7th inning on
Thursday night’s game, ultimately surrendering a pair of runs to push his ERA up to 1.74 this year.
Entering yesterday’s game, Espineli had issued just four walks in 40.1 innings of work this season. 

DROUGHT: Since scoring seven runs on six hits in the 5th inning on Tuesday night’s series opener at Raley
Field, the Grizzlies have managed just one run on seven hits in the last 22 innings. 

TRANSACTION:  The San Francisco Giants today promoted IFTravis Ishikawa to Fresno from Double-A
Connecticut.  In 64 games in the Eastern League this season, Ishikawa batted .291 with 16 doubles, 8 home
runs, 48 RBI, and 10 stolen bases.  To make room on the Grizzlies’roster, C Dayton Buller was transferred to High-
A SanJose.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Chris Gissell (30, 6’5, 210) was signed this winter by Oakland as a Minor
League Free Agent.  The right-hander spent the last two seasons pitching with Seibu of the Japanese
Pacific League (the same Japanese team that employed Fresno’s Scott McClain for four seasons), going
1-9 with a 5.21 era in 14 appearances in 2007, and 7-13 with a 4.47 era over the entirety of his two sea-
sons in Japan.  Gissell was originally selected in the 4th Round of the 1996 Draft by the Chicago Cubs
after being named the Washington State High School Player of the Year as a senior at Hudson Bay H.S.
Though this is his first season with Sacramento, Gissell previously pitched in the PCLwith Iowa,
Memphis and Colorado Springs and made his Major League debut in 2004 with Colorado.  The right-
hander was briefly a member of the San Francisco organization when he signed as a free agent in
December of 2003 but was released in Apri of 2004.
