
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies fell 9-5 in their series opener against the Colorado Springs Sky Sox on
Saturday night at Security Service Field, Fresno’s fourth consecutive loss....Grizzlies’ starter Victor Santos
lasted just 3.0 innings, allowing 8 runs on 9 hits, to suffer his second loss.....Colorado’s Sean Smith struck out
five over 5.2 innings in his first start of the year to pick up his first win....Sky Sox C Rick Guarno had three
hits, scored two runs, and drove in two.....nine different Grizzlies had at least one hit in the game....OFClay
Timpner drove in three runs.....IFIvan Ochoa was the only Grizzly with a multi-hit game.

THE SKY SOX....are the Triple-A affiliate of the 2007 National League Champion Colorado Rockies....are
managed by Tom Runnells in his third season in Colorado Springs.....dropped five of eight games at
ChukchansiPark earlier this season.....are currently 2nd in the PCLin runs scored and 13th in Team ERA.

ONETO FORGET:  Saturday’s outing was unquestionably the most ineffective of the season for Fresno
starter Victor Santos.  The right-hander tied a season-low with only 3.0 innings of work, and established
season-highs with nine hits and eight runs allowed.  The last time Santos allowed at least eight runs in
an outing was 8/5/04 when he allowed nine New York Mets to reach base, all of which scored, in a 3.2
inning outing for Milwaukee.

WHAT A RELIEF: Ryan Sadowski made his sixth relief outing of the season on Saturday, throwing 2.0 score-
less innings out of the bullpen.  In those six apperances, Sadowski has allowed five hits, three walks, and no
runs in 9.0ip (0.00era).  In six starts this year, Sadowski has allowed 32 hits and 17 runs in 20.2ip (7.40 era)

IN A PINCH:Julio Cordido’s leadoff single in the 9th inning of last night’s game was his second pinch-hit
of the 2008 season.  The Venezuelan infielder picked up a hit in his first pinch-hit at-bat of the season on
April 13th against Tucson, but then went hitless in his next 8 pinch-hit opportunities before last night.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN LOW  Following last night’s loss, the Grizzlies have now dropped nine of their last 11
games at Security Service Field in Colorado Springs.  Since the start of the 2005 season, Fresno has won
just eight times in 25 games in Colorado.

JUNESWOON:  Following Saturday’s loss, Fresno now has as many losses in June (15) as they did in the entire
month of May.  After getting on-base at a .348 clip as a team, and scoring 5.2 runs per game in May, the Grizzlies
have a team OBPof just .307 and are scoring just 3.9 runs per game in June.  

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHP Franklin Morales (22, 6’0, 170) was signed by Colorado as an International Free
Agent at the age of 16 out of Venezuela in November of 2002.  He enters the 2008 season ranked as the top
prospect in the Rockies’organization, and one of the Top 10 prospects in all of baseball according to Baseball
America.  Morales began 2007 withDouble-A Tulsa (TL) and ended the campaign on Colorado’s post-sea-
son roster, making four appearances in the playoffs.  In 28 total starts last season, the southpaw posted an
8-6 record and 3.49 era.  Morales became just the third reliever in baseball history to allow 7+ runs in a World
Series game when he surrenderd seven to Boston in just 0.2 innings of work in Game 1.  He opened the 2008
season in the Colorado bullpen, but was sent to Colorado Springs after allowing 18 runs in his last 19.1
innings of work in the big leagues.
