
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies equaled their longest losing streak of the season, dropping their fifth
consecutive game on Sunday afternoon by a score of 8-2 to Colorado Springs at Security Service
Field....Fresno starter Brad Hennessey allowed six runs on 11 hits in 5.0 innings of work to suffer his
fourth loss.....Sky Sox starter Franklin Morales allowed just two runs, and struck out four, in 6.0 innings to
earn his 5th win of the year....IFJoe Koshansky had three hits, including a home run, and drove in three,
while three other Sky Sox had multi-hit games.....OF Mike Mooney hit his fourth home run of the season
for the Grizzlies....IFScott McClain drove in Fresno’s other run and was the only Grizzly with two hits.

THE SKY SOX....are the Triple-Aaffiliate of the 2007 National League Champion Colorado Rockies....are
managed by Tom Runnells in his third season in Colorado Springs.....dropped five of eight games at
ChukchansiPark earlier this season.....are currently 2nd in the PCLin runs scored and 13th in Team ERA.

HITTINGTHESKIDS:  Sunday’s loss was Fresno’s fifth consecutive defeat.  The five-game losing streak
equals their longest of the season, previously set from 4/22 to 4/27 against Tucson and Salt Lake.  Both
five game losing streaks this year have come entirely on the road.

JUST GETTING STARTED:  Following Sunday’s loss, Fresno starter Brad Hennessey has now surrendered
12 first-inning runs in his last four outings.  In nine starts this season for the Grizzlies, the right-hander
has a 14.00era in the 1st inning, and a 3.54era from the second inning onward.

STRIVING FOR FIVE:  With two hits on Sunday afternoon Scott McClain has now hit safely in his last four
games.  McClain has complied seven different four-game hitting streaks this season, but has yet to
extend one to five games.  His RBI-double in the 5th inning yesterday gave the slugger, who is Minor
League Baseball’s active career home run leader (273) 57 RBI this season, 5th best in the PCL.

STREAKER: Seth Smith’s RBI-double in the 7th inning of Sunday’s game off of Erick Threets ended
Threets’ scoreless streak at 9.0 innings.  The streak began on 5/27.

TRANSACTIONS:  The San Francisco Giants today reinstated CElizer Alfonzo from the Suspended List
and assigned him to Fresno.  Alfonzo was suspended for 50 games on April 30 for violation of MLB’s sub-
stance policy.  The Giants also promoted IFMatt Downs from High-A San Jose where he was among the
California League leaders in runs (2nd) and home runs(5th).  To make room on the Fresno roster, CEli
Whiteside was sent to Extended Spring Training and IFBrian Bocock was assigned to High-A San Jose.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  LHPMarkRedman (34, 6’5, 245) was signed by Colorado as a Minor League free
agent in August of 2007.  He pitched for seven different teams in four different organizations last sea-
son, beginning the year with Atlanta, before spending time in the Texas, Toronto, and Colorado systems.
In 11 Major League appearances with the Braves and Rockies, Redman was 2-4 with a 7.62 era.  The
southpaw has made 209 big league appearances (194 starts) with eight organizations in his 14-year pro-
fessional career.  He established career highs in wins, ERA, and strikeouts in 2003 for the World
Champion Florida Marlins.  In 2006, as a member of the Kansas City Royals, Redman was named to the
American League All-Star team, the club’s lone representative.  Despite going 2-0 for Colorado at the
end of last season, the left-hander did not see any action in the post-season for the Rockies.  He began
2008 in the Colorado rotation, going 2-3 witha  7.84 era in 7 games.
