
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies lost their seventh consecutive game, and were swept by Colorado
Springs, with an 11-7 loss at Secuirty Service Field on Tuesday night....Fresno took a 4-3 lead into the 7th
inning, but the Sky Sox scored four runs in the 7th, and another 4 in the 8th for the win.....Grizzlies’starter
Matt Palmer needed 112 pitches to get through 5.0 innings, striking out five, and did not factor in the
decision.....Three Fresno relievers combined to surrender six runs (5 earned) over the final 1.2 innings of
the game, with ErickThreets suffering the loss.....OFMatt Downs and IFScott McClain each had three
hits, including a home run.....IFTravis Ishikawa also homered for Fresno....C Edwin Bellorin drove in three
runs for the home team, while IFJaysonNix and IFJoe Koshansky each drove in a pair.

THE 51’S....have been the Triple-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2001.....are managed by
Lorenzo Bundy, in his second season at the helm....took three of four games from the Grizzlies at
Cashman Field in late May....are currently the top hitting team in the PCL (.297) and have scored more
runs than any other PCLteam (478), and have the 9th best Team ERA (4.61) in the League.

PROSPECT WATCH: The Las Vegas roster currently features five of the Top 30 prospects in the Dodgers’
organization according to Baseball America, including #3 IFChin-Lung Hu, #8 RHPJon Meloan (sched-
uled to start Sunday), and #27 RHPJustinOrenduff (scheduled to start tonight).

SWEEP:  Fresno has dropped a season-high seven games in a row, and their four losses to Colorado
Springs mark the second time the team has been swept this season (4/24-4/27 @ Salt Lake).  

NEW GUYS: A pair of Grizzlies will make their ChukchansiPark PCLdebuts this week after being pro-
moted while the team was on the road.  IFMatt Downs is 5-for9 with two doubles and a home run in his
first two games since being promoted from High-A San Jose.  IFTravis Ishikawa, who scored Fresno’s
game-winning run in the March 26th exhibition against San Francisco, hit his first Triple-A home run on
Tuesday in Colorado Springs.

GET HOME SAFE:  IFIvan Ochoa became the second Grizzly to score three runs in a single game on
Tuesday night in Colorado.  Ochoa was 2-2 with two walks.  Clay Timpner is the only other Grizzly to
score three times in a game this season, on 5/4 against Omaha. 

ERRONEOUS!:  Tuesday was the second time this season that Fresno has committed three errors in a
game (5/24 @LV).  The errors led to five unearned runs that proved to be the difference in the game.

TRANSACTION:  CEli Whiteside was added to the Fresno roster today from Extended Spring Training.
To make room on the roster, IFJulio Cordido was transferred to Extended Spring.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHP Justin Orenduff (24, 6’4, 205)was selected by Los Angeles with the 33rd over-
all selection in the 2004 Draft out of Virginia Commonwealth University.  He began this season ranked
as the #27 prospect in the Dodgers’ organization by Baseball America.  He spent the entire 2007 cam-
paign with Double-A Jacksonville (SL) going 8-5 with a 4.21 era in 27 appearances (23 starts) and record-
ed 113 strikeouts in 109.0 innings.  Over the course of his career he has struck out more than a batter
per inning.  In 2005 with High-A Vero Beach, his first full professional season, Orenduff was named to the
Florida State League All-Star team.  In the summer of 2003, he represented his country pitching for Team
USA.  He is 1-1 with a 7.64 era in the month of June.
