
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies ended their season-long seven game losing streak with a 7-2 series-
opening win over the Las Vegas 51’s on Thursday night at ChukchansiPark....Fresno starter NickPereirea
allowed just one hit over his first six innings, and earned his team-leading sixth victory.....Las Vegas
starter Justin Orenduff surrendered six runs on four home runs in just 4.0 innings to suffer the loss.....IF
Ivan Ochoa, IFEugenio Velez, IFTravis Ishikawa, and C Guillermo Rodriguez all homered for the
Grizzlies....Scott McClain had a pair of doubles to extend his seven-game hit streak....Pereira became the
first Fresno pitcher this season with a multi-hit game, going 2-for-3....The game was interrupted by a
power outage that delayed play for 17 minutes in the bottom of the 4th inning.

THE 51’S....have been the Triple-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2001.....are managed by
Lorenzo Bundy, in his second season at the helm....took three of four games from the Grizzlies at
Cashman Field in late May....are currently the top hitting team in the PCL (.295) and have scored more
runs than any other PCLteam (480), and have the 9th best Team ERA (4.64) in the League.

POWER-UP:  The Grizzlies established a new season-high with four home runs on Thursday night
against Las Vegas.  Ivan Ocaho, Eugenio Velez, Travis Ishikawa, and Guillermo Rodriguez all went deep
against 51’s starter Justin Orenduff.  The last time Fresno hit four home runs in a game was on 8/21/07,
the final home game of 2007, when Scott McClain hit three homers in three straight innings and Nate
Schierholtz chipped in with one.  Umpire Jeff Macias was behind home plate for both games.

BACK-TO-BACK: Thursday was the second time this season that the Grizzlies have hit back-to-back
home runs in a game.  On May 26th in Las Vegas Nate Schierholtz and Brian Horwitz went deep in con-
secutive at-bats in the 2nd inning against tonight’s starter Miguel Pinango.

STARTER SET:  Fresno starter NickPereira earned his team-leading sixth victory of the season on
Thursday, but just his first win since May 30th.  In the 24 games between those two victories, Fresno
starters recorded just three wins, one of which was by rehabbing Giants’hurler Kevin Correia.

HE’STHEFUTURE:  Grizzlies’OFNate Schierholtz was named to represent Team USAat the10th annual
All-Star Futures Game in New York on July 13 as part of Major League Baseball's All-Star celebration.
Schierholtz will be joined in New York by fellow SFfarmhands Kevin Pucetas and Angel Villalona.
American players were chosen as part of the 2008 Team USA Olympic trial team.

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPMIguel Pinango (25, 6’1, 160) was signed by Los Angeles as a Minor League
Free Agent in January of 2007.  After beginning last season with five starts at Class-A Inland Empire,
Pinango spent the majority of the season with Las Vegas, going 10-7 with a 4.12 era in 23 starts for the
51’s.  Though he did not spend the entire season in the PCL, the right-hander led Las Vegas in wins, starts,
innings pitched, and strikeouts in his first taste of Triple-A.  Originally signed as an International Free
Agent out of Venezuela in 1999 by the Mets, Pinango spent his first seven professional seasons in the New
York system, rising as high as Double-A Binghamton in 2006 where he was a teammate of current Grizzly
Brett Harper.  Though he is currently second on the 51’s in strikeouts, he has surrendered more home runs
than any other pitcher on the roster.
