
LAST TIME OUT....The Grizzlies earned a split with Las Vegas by taking the series finale at Chukchansi
Park by a score of 8-4 on Sunday evening.....Fresno starter Brad Hennessey earned his fifth win with six
strikeouts over 8.1 innings of work.....Vegas’ JonMeloan struck out eight, but took the loss....C Eliezer
Alfonzo had three hits, including a home run, and drove in three runs.....IFScott McClain also homered
for the Grizzlies.....IFIvan Ochoa had a three-hit game, and scored three runs.....IFAngel Chavez had a
three-hit effort for the 51’s while OFMitch Jones homered in a losing effort.

THE SIDEWINDERS....have been the Triple-A affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks since 1998....are
managed by Bill Plummer, in his second year at the helm....have the 3rd best team batting average in the
PCL, but have scored only the 10th most runs....have the 15th best composite ERA in the League.

DEEP IMPACT:  Brad Hennessey turned in the longest outing by a Grizzlies’starter this season on Sunday
night, exiting the game with one out in the ninth.  For Hennessey, who has spent the majority of the last
two seasons in the San Francisco bullpen, it was the longest outing of his career.

LET’S START AT TWO: Starter Brad Hennessey’s first-inning struggles continued on Sunday, as he sur-
rendered a pair of runs.  In ten starts for Fresno, Hennessey has a 14.40 era in the first inning(16er), and
just a 3.18 era after the first (17er).

BIGMAC:  With a home run last night, Scott McClain extended his current hit streak to 10 games, equal-
ing the longest of the 2008 season by a Grizzly (Schierholtz).  McClain is batting .428 with seven doubles
and a pair of home runs over the course of the streak.  He is batting .326/.409/.537 in the month of June.

HEATINGUPWITHTHEWEATHER:  Grizzlies’shortstop Ivan Ochoa scored three more runs on Sunday,
giving him 10 in his last five games.  Ochoa, who batted .261 in April and .333 in May, is batting .368 in
June with four home runs, 14 RBI, and 17 runs scored.

TRIPLETROUBLE:  Nate Schierholtz’s first-inning triple was the outfielder’s team-leading 9th of the sea-
son, one shy of his career-high established last year.  Schierholtz ranks second in the PCL, and 6th in all
of Minor League Baseball in the category.

TRANSACTIONS:  The San Francisco Giants today added IFJulio Cordido and RHPMatt Palmer to the Fresno
roster from Extended Spring Training.  To make room on the roster, RHPBrad Hennessey was transferred to
Extended Spring, and RHPRandy Messenger was placed on the Temporary Inactive List. 

TODAY’SOPPONENT:  RHPBilly Buckner (24, 6’2, 215) was acquired by Arizona in a trade with Kansas
City for Alberto Callaspo in December of 2007.  He enters the 2008 season ranked as the #4 prospect in
the Diamondbacks’ organization according to Baseball America.  Buckner pitched at three levels in the
Royals’ system in 2007, including 7 appearances with the big-league club (1-2, 5.29).  The right-hander
spent most of last season in Omaha(AAA, PCL) and was named the O-Royals’ Pitcher of the Year.
Buckner is one of a small number of young pitchers with the confidence to command a knuckle-curve-
ball.  He was originally selected by Kansas City in the 2nd Round of the 2004 Draft out of SECpower-
house South Carolina.
